The Wardens are being removed, or replaced by floating support Wardens, who cannot respond to assist the elderly as fast as Wardens who live on site.

This is having a detrimental impact on the lives of the elderly residents, and has caused the health and social services to spend more public money to fill the void left by the lost Warden Service.
